SUPPORT THE GUARDIAN

In the very first issue of the Guardian, the editor, outlining the
policies of the official organ of the Coos County Workers’ Club,
declared : “There is no finer example of prostitution in the civilized
world today than that of the modern press. Generally speaking
the newspapers do not publish what the public should and is en-
titled to know ; they print that which is likely to bring in the high-
est dividends.” This paragraph describes very well the conditions
which exist in the American Press today; the ncwspapers are
dictated to by their owners, advertisers, and sometimes by the
government as to just what they should print and what they should
not. As a proof of our statement may we cite the following:
“Where was the press when Secretary Fall was giving away the
oil resources of the country? Where was the press when fake
investment trusts were robbing the country of billions? Where
was the press when Wall Street was running up stock prices to
heights that had no relation to their earning power? (and thereby
abetted the ruin of the small and middle man in 1929). To come
down to more specific and recent instances, where was the press
of Chicago when an outbreak of amebic dysentery was going on
under its very nose? Where was the press of New York while
Tammany Hall was engaging in a riot of graft, incompetency, and
corruption without a parallel in history? And a point still
fresher in your memory, where was the press of Berlin when the
C. W. A. irregularities, which started about the first of De-
cember, were not discovered and published until the first of Febru-
ary at which time the Guardian came into existence.

The truth is that while the freedom of speech granted by the
Constitution has not been lessened it has merely been altered by
the change in economic conditions. Today, the newspaper is not
paid for by the subscribers as in the days of Poor Richard; it is
mainly supported by advertising. Naturally enough, no matter
how devoted to the public welfare the editor may be, he has to
compromise between the abstract best interest of the community
and the necessities of a going journalistic concern. In other words
the press has the right to free speech but it sells this right to the
highest bidder. This, the Guardian has been created not to do,
has not done, and will never do; as long as it is in existence it
will ever be the organ of the WORKINGMAN FOR THE
WORKINGMAN,—the protector and defender of the orphan,
the widow, the veteran and the poor. But, fellow-workers, if you
are to enjoy the untold benefits which come from an official mouth-
piece you must help and support this propagator of your views
and just demands. In the next few days you will be approached
by some of your fellow-workers and asked to renew your sub-
scription. Comrades, do not refuse them! It is for the life and
blood of your organization! By the small investment of three
cents a week you can insure its existence; three cents will mean
that every week your co-workers and yourself will put your voices
and demands into a concrete form and thereby help further the
cause of your own, your wife's and your children’s social and econ-
omic welfare. Your refusal can mean only one thing. The
Guardian will die, and thereby you will lose the most precious

ally you ever had in your struggle for social recognition.

publican candidates, Joseph Vaillan-
court and George Gagne. Vaillan-
court polled 426 votes while Gagne
had 465.

The sole survivor of the greatest
political upset herein years, Andrew
Malloy, won over his opponent,
Fred Drouin, Labor, by only 35
votes. Malloy garnered 724 while
Drouin with 689 was close behind.

In Ward Three, Paul Burbank
sceking re-election, was the low-
est on the ticket, Frank Moreau,
Labor, polled 718 votes, while Louis
Delorge, Democrat, had 271. Bur-
bank, Republican, had only 208.

Aime Tondreau, Labor candidate
for councilman in Ward Four, like-
wise polled more than his two op-
ponents combined. Guy Fortier,
Democrat, received 450 votes, Emile
Bouchard, Republican, 124 votes
while Tondreau amassed 744.

Arthur J. Bergeron, prominent
young local attorney, was elected a
library trustee for three years on
the Labor ticket. He defeated Henry
A. Chase, endorsed by both Repub
licans and Democrats, by more than
500 votes.

Six hundred straight Labor votes
were cast in Ward One, while in
Ward Four, 720 cast straight Labor
votes.

Mr. Coulombe announced after
the votes were counted he would
help the new administration as
much as he could. The defeated
candidate was unopposed at last
year’s election.

Mr. Feindel, employed as an elec-
trician at the Cascade mill of the
Brown Company, has never been a
candidate for a major political office
although he has been prominently
connected with labor organizations
in the vicinity.

Local politics have been consider-
ably agitated the past two weceks.
A rumor spread about the town
over two weeks ago that Albion C.
Streeter, Republican mayoral can-
didate, would resign. This rumor
gained impetus without a denial
from Streecter. Finally Strecter an-
nounced to the Coos Guardian
he had withdrawn after a confer-
ence with Governor Winant. Gov-
ernor Winant told the local man his
duties as State fiscal agent in this
region would conflict with mayoral
duties if he were elected. There-
fore, Mr. Streeter withdrew.

Chairman Dupont of the Repub-
lican City committee called a meet-
ing for the purpose of discussing
the situation. At that time a com-

mittie, non-representative of the
rank and file of the Republicans,
voted to endorse Coulombe. In-
censed at this action many Repub-
licans turned rebels and worked for
Feindel and the Labor party. Emile
Bouchard, defeated in Ward Four
for councilman, was one of the two
dissenters against the action of the
Republican committee.
