Dear Emmy,

Your letter of the 7" inst.

has just arrived this evening and I will

begin to answer it immediately. I am very
glad to hear from you, but you write in

I am
very sorry to hear that Charlie Shannon is dead
but you must not suppose that because he

is killed that I am any more likely to be. I have
no doubt but that I shall live my appointed
time, and if I am to die here it will be so, all
the same, whether there is any fighting or not,
or whether I remain in the hospital, or go into
the ranks. You say that you do not under-
stand how I should have been any better off

/ if I had gone into the Co. in the first place.

I meant that I might have had a much

better position. that is all. I should have fared
worse, and worked harder, but that is not
