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No April Foolishness about the
editorial this month. The co-eds are go-
ing to write their own “‘rave” article, and
since this issue is now full to the brim,
this column will be utilized. Frankly, so
far in 1985, much of our mail has had a
distinctly “blue’ note. The traveling co-
ed has also heard many mournful stories
in his travels. We also have been type-
setting the comments from the LEGACY
surveys— dancers are speaking out and
many are far from happy! We have a
tendency to echo and re-echo all this,
but let us point out that there are still
good things happening in the square
dance picture.

Two weeks ago our own club danced
to a young caller who was travelling
through the area. He is not per se a
traveling caller, still working hard on
developing a strong square dance pro-
gram in his home area. We were very im-
pressed with his smooth and interesting
choreography, and the pleasing variety
of music in his program. He conducted
one workshop tip, he called most of the
Plus calls throughout the evening and
combined the figures so that the
dancers reached a little but were never
frustrated. We came home pleased and
relaxed after a thoroughly enjoyable
evening. Did this paragon have a fault?
He asked for a critique and laughed
when his diction was mentioned— he's
working on it. (And the problem is only
with one or two muffled phrases.)

We all know that square dancers
come in all ages and from all eras. Some
ot us like old-time fiddle music, some
like jazzy twenties’ tunes, some like rock
'n roll, some like the big band sound in
their square dance music. A style that is
far from our preference leaves us feeling
“out of the picture.” A caller who is
clever enough to combine many styles in
an evening's program pleases a large
percentage of the dancers.

The same holds true for figures. A
traveling caller's wife is always rusty,
unless she travels to dances too. When a
caller combines many figures from
several programs, teaches a new one,
and keeps both experienced and rusty
dancers moving all the time, he has truly
mastered his art.

We had a great dance! And we only
get to dances occasionally. Among the
many dancers who are going several
times weekly, there must be great even-
ings to be experienced along with the
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not-so-great. Are we just concentrating
on the unhappy side, rather than on the
positives?

Huron, Ohio, also boasts a fun club
now, called Reel People. These dances
are attracting about as many folks as
the club dances, and the attendees romp
