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E verytime we hear of theories and 
 predictions, we have a tendency to

picture; and, most of all, that dancers in 
all the varying programs and facets of the 
activity can co-exist while dancing hap-
pily in their own realms. Utopia? or a 
realistic goal toward which our associa-
tions and federations could set their 
sights? Think about it.

One could say that my travel trek tracks 
of mid-February are akin to a wayward 
Waycross Cypress root, or the arching arc 
of a high-strung yo-yo gone loco in Tokyo 
or Kokomo; but that's sometimes the way 
the skipping, tripping, trip sked bounces, 
folks. From Cleveland to Jacksonville, to 
Savannah, to Brooksville in Florida, to 
Montgomery. to Wichita, to southern 
Texas and home again is a bit irregular, 
but if it was productive, who cares?(Long 
live productivity—Co-ed.) 

Savannah, Georgia—The most 
strategic starting fly/drive pattern was for 
me to grab a big bird to Jacksonville, 
Florida out of my Cleveland home base. 
(When you say or write Jacksonville you 
can simply say Jax, becuz ev. nose JAX 
=J-ville; no ? bout that!) After landing I 
rented an Avis creamy Pontiac Grand Am 
for the two-hour northerly grand slam to 
Savannah, America's first planned city 
with its historic waterfront, where all 
Georgia began. I didn't see the vamp or 
the waving girl, but I quite wistfully 
sensed a whisper of hitchingpost history 
in the vistas of gabled mansions seen 
through wisps of wisteria and early bud-
ding azalea (Don't forget Savannah is the 
birthplace of 75-year-old Girl Scouts!—
Co-ed.) (Everyone's heard of the time they 
banned a bandana on Anna the soprano  

who danced the fan-dango at the Savan-
nah Cabana.) 

But I digress. Annually Savannah has 
hosted an ASDance for us, and the 
Geechee Goofers did it again in the cozy 
Nassau Woods Club House. The GG club 
is almost 25 years old. Howard and 
George (That's her real name—George.) 
Sanders were key-ordinators. Jerry Cook 
cued, with good cue-bits-ing from Annie 
Mae, I'm sure.les Melvlllldrl sei up 
sound, soundly. My hosts again were Joe 
and Doris Hagan. who sent me on my way 
next morning with a genuinely delicious, 
original, world-famous Claxton (Ga.) fruit-
cake. Dancers from Claxton attended, 
along with many other scooted and 
relocated folks. I'll savor Savannah for 
more than one reason. 

THE NAME'S THE SAME 

Brooksville, Florida—It was a long 
drive southwesterly now to Brooksville, 
somewhat north of Tampa, but I had fun 
waving to three kinds of license-plated 
people: Rhode Islanders (my birthplace, 
so they may be kin), Ohioans (could be 
home-folks), and New Yorkers (secondary 
home-folks). (Maybe they considered you 
an Anglo-Saxon fruitcake, too!—Co-ed.) 
Along the road there were more black 
birds—ravens, crows, vultures, starlings, 
grackles—than you could shake a stick at; 
and I supppose a lot of farmers shake a 
lot of sticks at them! I saw vultures 
roosting on dead live oak branches, look-
ing as forlorn as the drooping garlands of 
Spanish moss: dark shadows of listless 
life.

then trotted north to a motel in Gainesville, 
before catching a morning flight out of 
JAX next day. I feel homely in Brooksville. 
(You ought to, it's your middle name! 
—Co-ed.) 

Montgomery, Alabama— From Jack-
sonville I flew to Atlanta and rented a Red 
General (Sounds unpatriotic—Co-ed.) for 
the southern charge to another of my 
favorite places. A capital place to go. 
Charlie Waller had set up another MASDA 
Special (Montgomery Area S/D Associa-
tion) in that beautiful MASDA hall (see 
ASD, April, p. 83) that is now double-
dipped to hold three-score-and-ten 
squares easily. Charlie is MASDA's prexy. 
I was treated to Econo Lodge comfort, 
after following Ann to Zelda. (Please—
those are streets!) John and Dimple 
(That's her real name, folks.) Williford both 
cued alternately—a talented team. Caller 
Wayne Nicholson was there, and so was 
Ken Golding (Dillard CC grad, '80). Fran-
ces Palmer did the door duties. Dewey 
Glass was emcee. Close to ten — 's came 
out. Good night, all told. (I hope it's all 
told.—Co-ed.) 

WHAT A TURPIN-TIME! 

Turpin, Oklahoma—Wow! Talk about 
an adventurous, different kind of day— 

this was it! Everything seemed to happen 
to me in three's. First of all, my alarm 
brought me to my senses at three o'clock 
(That's three a.m., ma'm, Montgomery 
time in Alabam.) and off I tooled towards 
Atlanta in solid rain, three hours away. I 
paid General generally $30. and three 
cents for the total 300-mile Montgomery 
round-trip run. Then American booked me 
in seat 13-C for the flight to Dallas, for 
what WAS supposPrily a niiirk. Qt.opnvor to 

Wichita. But for unclear reasons the 
American flight to Wichita was delayed 
one hour and thirteen minutes, much to 
my disappointment, since my carefully-
laid plans for the day were geared to a 
three p.m. arrival in Oklahoma. (Lady 
Luck had shaken the dice and rolled a los-
ing three, and at that point I knew I'd be 
late for the dance.) 

Finally the big bird took off from the Big 
D, and in an hour and three minutes we 
landed in Wichita. Now it was noon. I 
wasted no time in grabbing a Dollar car, 
a shifty Chevy that I think ran on three 
cylinders. It was 12:13 as I shot westward 
on Rte. 54 toward Liberal, Kansas, which 
is a stone's throw from my final destina-
tion just across the Kansas—OK border.

Now I was a scant ten miles from my 
OKie dance date. It was a few minutes 
past three. I was overjoyed that I had 
made up lots of the lost minutes. But old 
Fred Fate wasn't kind to me. About three 
miles east of Liberal, old Smokey got me, 
traveling 69 m.p.h. (he said), and he was 
not a very liberal Liberal cop. The ticket 
he gave me was priced at forty-six bucks.

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So, that did it. More than thirty minutes 
late, I pulled into the lot at the Lil' Brown 
Shack (See ASD, Nov. '86), where my 
hostess, caller Helen Larkin had gracious-
ly called a couple of tips in my absence. 
Bless her heart, she and host Jim 
(They're also the builders/owners of the 
hall.) quickly took up a collection in a ten-
gallon hat to pay my speeding ticket as 
I started to call. Now that's a first! Things 
went well from that point on. Wall-to wall 
dancers. Lively MS dance. ASD subscrip-
tions galore made it rewarding to be there. 
Loads of refreshments. Besides Helen, 
other callers present were Leroy (Eloise) 
Hibbs and Tom (Leone) McGee. Cuer was 
Elmer Ullman (and Wanda). It should be 
noted that those callers gave much free 
time as the hall was being built. So did 
Elmer. So did these dancers: Louie and 
Debbie Miller and Woody and Mary 
Kielhorn. Now, by golly, I've said a prayer 
in the Little Brown Church in the Wildwood 
in Iowa; I've had romantic thoughts (about 
Cathie, of course) in the Little Grass Shack 
in Hawaii; and I've called in the Lil' Brown 
Shack in Oklahoma! Something to tell my 
grandchildren about. Speaking of my 
grandchildren, there's now an Alex (That's 
her real name, folks.) in Kent, Ohio 
(daughter of Paul and Nan), cuter than 
anybody of course.

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LEAVING TURPIN,—DEHYDRATED 

Needless to say, the only way to go was 
slow back to Wichita the next morning. 
Having been stung once by a blue-badger 
in a bumble-bubble-buggy, I wasn't about 
to become victimized or venomized again. 
It was nice to snail-pace back. The  

scenery in the Kansas plains came alive. 
There were red-tailed hawks swooping 
down after white-tailed rabbits. There 
were young heifers taking niblets of new 
grass. There were dormant and half-
hearted oil rigs, quietly nodding their ac-
ceptance of meager production totals. I 
ambled by lots of lots-full of shiny 
emerald-and-topaz unsold John Deere 
(very dear) ripple-wheeled farm dragons. 
Did you ever notice how ten-story. 
Siamezy-bunched grain elevators, 
visualized from a distance, look strange-
ly like city skyscrapers? Or did you ever 
watch tumbling tumbleweeds play 
hopscotch over hay rolls and highways? 
The old is represented by sagging 
sycamores and wind-ravaged elms; the 
new consists of much skinnier trees of a 
sort—lots of three-prop windmills. In 
Greensburg I stopped to peer into the

This was the enticing environment that 
led me back to Weslaco again, where for-
mer Kansas Happy Tracks editors Norm 
and Barbara Osborne had set up a dance
