DOWN UNDER WONDER 
Amazing. Spectacular. Marvelous. 

Friendly. Scenic. Jolly. Bonnie. There's a 
bit of Brit and a wee spot of Scot incor-
porated in those words, picked up in the 
South Island of New Zealand. That's the 
island country from which we've most 
recently returned. Cathie and I and six-
teen others in our tour down under actual-
ly visited several island countries—Fiji, 
Australia, New Zealand (not to mention 
two quick stops in Hawaii).
