RECYCLING 
POPULAR IN OREGON 

Wether it is on the dance floor, or in 
he kitchen of a family home, "recy-

cling" is very popular in Oregon. The first 
state to enact a bottle bill for recycling 
glass and aluminum beverage contain-
ers, Oregon residents are active in the 
recycling of many types of materials. 
Saving newspapers, tin cans, cardboard 
and plastic milk jugs as well as beverage 
containers has become a way of life for 
many residents. 

Depending upon the quality of print, 
recycling can bring a newspaper back to 
life as many as nine times. Each time it 
goes through the mill some of the original 
wood fiber is lost, and eventually the 
fibers cannot be recycled. Although there 
will always be a need for new wood fiber 
generated in well-managed forests, re-
cycling paper makes what we have go a 
lot further. 

Some companies in Oregon have de-
veloped programs to recycle plastic from 
milk jugs into "lumber" for construction 
and other products. No doubt about it, 
whether you're at home or on the dance 
floor, "recycling" is a good move!
