are air-conditioned. We are not up on
each and every recreational activity so
we're not aware of the strong attraction
away from dancingduring these months.

We spend many hours instructing
new dancers in the how-to's of square
dancing. Most new dancers are then
eager to go dancing. But, where do
they go? In some areas, there are only
workshops available at which one
begins learning the next dance pro-
gram which most new dancers are not
really ready for since they have not

been dancing long enough.

Maybe in your area, clubs and/or
callers can get together and run
dances - Mainstream Dances - for all
dancers who are eager to dance. You
might not get the higher attendance
numbers of the seasonal dances, but
you'll serve those new dancers and
that will encourage them to get their
friends involved.

Let's think about making square
dancing a full time, year round activity.
