Speaking of files, we recommend 
all on line users purchase Norton Anti- 

Virus and keep it updated. We have 
received many files with viruses which 
are caught by the software. If you have 
it installed, up to date and operating at 
all times, your system will not get 
infected and you will not pass it onto 
others. We cannot recommend that 
software enough. 

Finally, if you attach large files to 
your e-mail, please "zip" them first. 
This will normally reduce the file size 
considerably, savingtransmission times. 
Unfortunately, where we live, we must 
rely on a standard dial-up modem. If 
you don't know about "zipping," send 
us an e-mail and we will point you in the 
right direction.
