Presumably the members were Partic.u!arly anxious to waive their
requirement in this instance but final decision rested with the somet)é’s
advisor. This advisor acted in what seems a more dictatorial manner by

approving one candidate while rejecting the other.

There are perhaps two ways in which this ugly situation could have
been avoided. The women members of the organization could have de-
cided not to lower the qualifications in any instance or they could have
strenuously objected to their “advisor’s” decision, preserving their own
rights and” continuing to let the advisor merely aavise.
