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FRATERNITY RUSHING BEGINS MONDAY
$ 8 ,2 2 7  C ontributed  to  
M em orial U nion Drive

Combined Drive Pushes 
Total Contributions 
Over $100,000 Mark

Current tabulations of the Campus 
Drive for the M em orial Union Fund 
conducted during an intensive cam ­
paign last week show that almost 85 
per cent students contributed, while 
m ore than 91 per cent of the faculty 
and staff made contributions to the 
fund.

The Alumni Office reported as The 
New Hampshire went to press that 
contributions are still com ing in and, 
without doubt, final percentages will 
show an increase. Student contribu­
tions totalled $1,594 and the faculty- 
staff total was $6,633, making a total 
o f $8,227. The latter total includes 
contributions and pledges from  all 
university em ployees since January 1,
1945.

The com bined student, faculty, and 
staff drive has pushed the total amount 
of contributions for the $250,000 stu­
dent union building over the $100,000 
mark. Figures released last night 
show the amount as contributed to 
date as $102,083.

100 Per Cent Participation
The campus drive committee, headed 

by Prof. Stanley Shimer, P eg  Tow er, 
and Lee Albee, announced last night 
that twenty-one of the twenty-five 
dormitories, sororities, and student 
houses, can be classified in the 100!% 
Participation group. They are as fo l­

Nucleus Group May Open 
Second Rushing Period 
Before End of Semester

After a three-year period of inactiv­
ity, fraternities will take the first step 
toward a return to pre-war status on 
M onday morning, March 18, when the 
thirteen houses on campus officially 
open rushing.

During the war years, the University 
contracted all houses for use as it saw 
fit and assumed all financial obliga­
tions. On June 30, 1946, these con ­
tracts will terminate, and the houses 
will again be under the leadership of 
the fraternity men and their advisors.

A t a meeting on Tuesday afternoon, 
the Interfraternity Committee, com ­
posed of two representatives from  each 
fraternity, decided that each house 
would make a token pledge of five 
members, with rushing com m encing at 
8 a.m. on M onday and continuing for 
a two-week period.

These pledges, plus the fraternity 
men w ho are now on campus and those 
returning in the fall, will build the 
foundation for the reactivated chap­
ters.

This figure was set in order to avoid 
the situation which is arising at other 
universities and colleges due to the re­
turn of form er fraternity members 
who expect to live in their own chap­
ter houses.

More Rushing Later
A t present, the fraternities are en­

deavoring to obtain a list of the num­
ber of form er undergraduate members 
who will be returning in the fall. As 
soon as this figure is determined, it 
may be possible to pledge an addition­
al number to each house. It is for 
this reason, already stated above, that 
this limit has been decided upon.

The rushing period will be an inno­
vation to the majority of non-fraterni­
ty men on campus. During this time 
the fraternity men will becom e better 
acuainted with prospective pledges by 
visits to the dorms, and social con ­
tacts.

The actives will be looking for men 
with personality, academic capabilities, 
extra-curricular activities, campus in­
terest, and qualities that lend for good 
fellowship.

T o  the Editor:

I am sorry to have to differ with you 
concerning your editorial of last week. 
It seems to me that instead of pro­
claiming our own inviolate purity, we 
ought to indulge in a searching self- 
analysis to see if we are really as spot­
less and as virtuous as we think. For 
example, if “ the U. S. will not tolerate 
threats of force to achieve aims con ­
trary to the purposes and principles 
off the United Nations Charter,” is it 
ready to:

1. Demand the immediate evac­
uation of British troops from  Greece 
where, after prom oting a civil war and 
butchering thousands of its former al­
lies, Britain is supporting a reign of 
terror loosed by its puppet Greek g ov ­
ernment?

2. Demand the immediate evacua­
tion of all British troops from  Indone­
sia where Britain has slaughtered 
(with the help of Japanese troops, in­
cidentally), thousands of Indonesians 
who want nothing more than their own 
independence —  as the U N O  Charter 
stipulates.

3. Demand that Britain stop bleed­
ing India white and give it independ­
ence, or allow it to becom e a U N O  
trusteeship?

4. Demand that Britain keep an 
old promise to return Palestine to the 
Jewish people, millions of whom  are 
now homeless, destitute, and in danger 
of death by  starvation as a result of 
Britain’s refusal to let them enter 
Palestine?

5. W ithdraw  all Am erican troops 
from  China and admit that American 
participation in the recent civil war, on 
the side of the Fascist dictatorship of 
Chiang Kai Shek, was wrong, and in 
direct violation of the principles of the 
United Nations?

6. Turn over to all United Nations 
whatever secrets there may be con ­
cerning the atomic bom b, and thus 
prove to the w orld that we are sin­
cere in our desire for peace?

7. Come to an understanding with 
the other powers of the world in re­
gards to the control of atomic energy.

In addition we should make it clear 
that we do not support, officially or 
otherwise, the views spoken here re­
cently by a repudiated British leader. 
Mr. Churchill’s speech was a clarion 
call for war whose echoes will not 
soon be stilled. It was an attempt to 
frighten us with the bogey of Com ­
munism in an effort to induce us to 
lend Britain the millions it needs if it 
is to survive as a strong nation, and 
—  failing that —  to ally a tottering 
Empire with the mighty United 
States.

Unless the United States repudiates 
it as such and com pletely changes its 
present foreign policy, Soviet Russia 
will know that our atomic bomb, our 
large army, navy, and air force —  
mightier than that o f any other na­
tion —  and our political and econom ic 
machinations in all parts of the world 
are all aimed at one thing: war with 
Soviet Russia. It is difficult to see 
how any sort of international co-op- 
eration can be achieved unless we 
change our tactics; nor how  we can 
expect Russia to passively submit to 
our threats.

But better still let us, as Lewis 
M um ford writes in a recent issue of 
“ The Saturday Review  of Literature,” 
“ Abandon the A tom ic Bom b! Give it 
up! Stop it now ! —  we must b ?q u ic k  
to overcom e our own madness. A l­
ready the clockw ork is ticking faster, 
and the end —  is closer than anyone 
yet dares to think.”

Meet Your Profs
By C. David Oliphant

Seventeen years ago, while James 
Hall was being built, Dr. H arold A. 
Iddles came to the U niversity of N ew  
Hampshire to becom e head of the 
chemistry department. Besides teach­
ing, it was his job  and pleasure to re­
organize the staff o f that department 
for the university. The very high 
standing that our chemistry depart­
ment holds am ong the leading co l­
leges and universities o f the country 
testifies to his ability both as a teach­
er and an administrator.

Born in South Haven, M ichigan, in 
1896, he began his college education at 
M ichigan State College, where he re­
ceived his B.S. degree in 1918. H e 
spent tw o years there subsequent to 
his graduation giving lecture dem on­
strations in' chemistry. From  1920 to 
1922 he was research assistant in or­
ganic chem istry at the U niversity of 
Iow a, receiving his M.S. there in 1921. 
Columbia University was next to call 
on his services, this time as an instruc­
tor in organic chemistry, in which 
capacity he served from  1922 to 1929. 
In the summer of 1926 he studied at 
the University of Graz, Austria, and 
the follow ing year won the highly 
coveted Cutting Travelling F ellow ­
ship, granted by Columbia University, 
doing research w ork at the Universi­
ties of M anchester, England, and M u­
nich, Germany, during 1927-28.

In 1929, follow ing the death of P ro ­
fessor Charles James and with the en­
largement of the chemistry department 
through the construction of Charles 
James Hall, our university needed a 
man w ho had the ability and experi­
ence to supervise and instruct. Dr. 
Iddles turned out to be the man se­
lected and has been here ever since 
as professor and head of the chemistry 
department.

In the event that some of you may 
never have met him, Dr. Iddles is a 
pleasant, stocky, unmarried man who 
looks ten years younger than his age. 
H e likes to travel, having toured the 
Caribbean and Central Am erica in ad­
dition to Europe. One of his hobbies 
is music, and he possesses a fine li­
brary of classical records. Another 
thing that gives him pleasure is the 
cooperation with students w ho have 
lived at his home. One of these stu­
dents has since becom e Assistant Dean 
o f Columbia College in N ew  York, 
while another is an instructor of chem ­
istry at N orthwestern University.

Som e of the more important aspects 
o f the part our chem istry department 
plays in fulfilling the needs of our so­
ciety is the lending of scientific know l­
edge to our future doctors, chemists, 
and engineers. These are men on 
w hom  our society depends heavily.

4 pictures for 25c j
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Woodblock Prints on 
Exhibition at Libe

Thirty colorful prints by three con ­
temporary Am erican artists - W erner 
Drewes, Louis Schanker, and Charles 
Smith - make up the exhibition, 
“ W ood b lock  Prints in Color,”  which 
opened on Friday, March 8, in the Art 
Division of the library.

The w oodblock  print technique has 
remained essentially unchanged since 
its first appearance in seventh century 
China. A  block  of w ood the size of 
the finished print is so hollow ed out 
that the uncut surface which remains 
form s the pattern which the artist 
wishes to print. C olor is applied to 
the block  and transferred to paper un­
der hand pressure or in a press. A  
separate block is usually , made for 
each color, and these are printed in 
succession on the same paper. As 
many as eight different blocks were 
used for some of the prints in the ex­
hibition.

O f the three artists represented in 
this exhibition, Smith’s work most ob ­
viously stems from  Cubism in its bal­
anced handling of lines, planes, cubes 
and spheres. Drewes, by contrast, is 
interested in pictorial impressions of 
moods, the rhythms of m ovement and 
space, music, and the dance. By com ­
parison with Smith’s cubic clarity and 
D rew es’ rhythmic designs, Schanker’ s 
w oodcuts are primitive in their sim­
plicity and directness, their brusque 
com binations of patterns and color.

“ W ood b lock  Prints in C olor” will be 
on view at the library until March 22,
1946, after which the exhibition will 
continue its tour around the country.

Dr. A. Gyorgy Joins 
N. H. Gov. Dept.

Dr. Andrew  G yorgy, youthful, tal­
ented writer, lecturer in the field of 
Geopolitics, has been appointed assist­
ant professor o f  governm ent at the 
U niversity of N ew  Hampshire, an­
nounced President H arold W . Stoke.

Dr. G yorgy will undoubtedly be re­
membered by many students by  his 
lecture, “ Geopolitics in W orld  W ar II. 
W ’hat to  do with Germ any?”  which he 
presented here last M ay 7, 1945. A t 
that time he was a corporal in the U. S. 
Arm y, attending the school for Arm y 
Personnel Service at W ashington and 
Lee University.

A  native of Budapest, Hungary, Dr. 
G yorgy studied in this country through 
a R ockfeller Foundation Scholarship, 
although he previously received his 
D octor ’s degree in Jurisprudence at the 
University of Budapest at the age of 
twenty-two. Studying at the Univer­
sity of California, he received his M .A. 
in 1939, his Ph.D . from  there in 1942.

Before entering the A rm y in May, 
1944, Dr. G yorgy taught at the U ni­
versity of Minnesota and ithe Universi­
ty of California. H e published, “ G eo­
politics, the N ew  German Science, 
which is internationally recognized as 
an authoritative contribution to the 
field o f  Geopolitics.

W hile a member of the armed forces, 
attached ito 'the Inform ation Education 
Department o f the Infantry School at 
Fort Benning, Ga., Dr. G yorgy pub­
lished an A rm y manual, “ China Y es­
terday, T oday and T om orrow ” for the 
use o f troops in that theatre.

Photo-Visual Serves 
All University Depts.

The P hoto-V isual department pro­
vides students of photography with 
some of the most interesting lab hours 
in college; learning to pose, take, 
develop, and enlarge pictures. T o  the 
rest o f the college, the Photo-V isual 
department is one of the most neces­
sary and vital on campus.

The University Photographer, Mrs 
Sackett, and her assistant, Mrs. M ary 
Langley, photograph slides and proj­
ects for all the departments. Miss 
Lila W illoughby is the photographic 
technician. They photograph m ost of 
the picture^ used in Extension Bul­
letins, which in turn are used for ru­
ral education. They do much of the 
photography for the publicity depart­
ment, make application pictures for 
those w ho may need them for jobs, 
and photo-static copies of the dis­
charge papers of all veterans w ho will 
com e to this college. A ll campus ac­
tivities are photographed, every com ­
mencement is recorded pictorially, 
especially for alumni.

One of the peace-time projects, that 
of photographic portraits, has been 
curtailed by  the limited ration quota 
but soon it will again becom e an in­
tegral part of the department.

Valuable Morgue
The Visual A id Library contains 

hundreds o f educational movies that 
are used in the college, and are sent 
to high schools and grammar schools 
throughout the state. Some of the 
film subjects are art, geography, chem ­
istry, music, botany, physics, riding, 
and zoology . A  group of color films 
on N ew  Hampshire, by  W inthrop 
Pope, have been sent to almost every 
part of the country. M any campus 
activities are recorded here —  student 
gatherings, conventions, the Presi­
dent’s reception, and athletic events.

In a typical day, Mrs. Sackett pho­
tographed some undernourished cows, 
gardenias raised by  a botanically- 
minded faculty member, and the su- 
garing-off process of maple syrup. 
Other pictures were taken of the for­
age club, and a potato-fertilization ex­
periment. U sually the pictures are 
not 'posed, and all experiments are 
photographed with their ow n results. 
Another project was to “ blow -up”  a 
one-inch section of a geographic map 
o f D over for a man w ho wished to 
plot roads and house-lots on his 90 
acres o f land.

Modern Apartments 
At Tower Tavern

If you walk down Main Street and 
stop just above the Community 
Church, you will find yourself standing 
in front of a yellow  unoccupied build­
ing known as T ow er Tavern. In re­
cent years it has served as a room ing 
house, and not so long ago it was D ur­
ham’s headquarters for the L ion ’s 
Club. N ow  the new owner, Mr. H arold 
Loveren, is making it into an apart­
ment house. As the plans now  stand, 
there will be eight apartments —  some 
with two room s, kitchenette, and bath, 
and the others with three room s, 
kitchenette, and bath. A lthough the 
usual troubles o f  labor and materials 
have to be met, Mr. Loveren hopes to 
have four apartments com plete by the 
first o f January. H e will have a cen­
tral hot-water heating system, and 
each apartment will have its ow n ther­
mostat.

Loveren is building tw o more apart­
ments on the same order as those in 
T ow er Tavern.

W hen the original owner and build­
er of the estate, Ham ilton Smith, had 
the house it was known as Red T ow er 
and it was painted a brick red. Mr. 
Loveren intends to restore the old co l­
or and it will be known as the Red 
T ow er Apartments.

Although no apartments have been 
promised, there is already a large wait­
ing list of faculty and others.
